RETURN TO PLAY PLAN AND RULES AS PER ALBERTA HEALTH SERVICES GUIDELINES
--Change game times to 6:15 and 8:15 to create a     

buffer between games to avoid players contact. 
--Do not come to a game if you are ill, showing  symptoms of covid19, travelled outside of Canada in the last 14 days or have been in contact with covid19. See alberta.ca for info.
--Players will enter and exit Edgar Park through the appropriate lanes at the front gate while practicing social distancing at all times.

--Zip ties are at 6 ft. intervals along fences from dugouts to be used by the offensive team.
--Dugout only to be used for on deck batter and someone designated to sanitize their own team balls between innings while on offence.
--CASPA will provide each team with a spray bottle and a refill bottle of sanitizer acquired from Troubled Monk Brewery in Red Deer.
--No player gear bags allowed in the dugouts.
--Bats can be placed in the bat racks for use.

--No sharing of bats, gloves, water bottles, etc.

--No handshakes, touching high fives, hugs.

 --Air high fives are allowed at the end of the 
   game from a teams own side of the diamond.
--No fans allowed on the bleachers or grass.
--No spitting, sunflower or similar seeds allowed.

--Plan to arrive 15 mins. before your game time. 

--No congregating in parking lots or diamonds      before games and leave diamonds and parking lots immediately following games.
Failure to comply with the above may result in  fines and /or closure of City ball facilities! 1st offence is $250; 2nd is $500;3rd is dismissal from league play. Fines paid before next game.
Please follow the 6 ft. social distancing rule in plays on the diamonds when at all possible!
--No tags, No close plays on the diamonds!

Avoid close contact in all the instances of plays.

THIS IS THE MOST IMPORTANT RULE OF ALL!!

Bottom line is either ALL teams follow these rules or we will not have ANY ball this season!
