Plan and its impacts on sport and recreation.

Phase 2:  (now until June 30 at earliest)
Requires minimum 65% of 18+ population
with 1 dose immunized, declining case counts
and hospitalizations.

The first of the three Province-wide Swimmingly virtual meets has been created, and clubs that we know
have joined Swimmingly have been added. This meet will show on your swim meet schedule as the "June
Jamboree Virtual Meet". If you do not see it on your club meet schedule in Swimmingly, please let us
know and we will add your club to the meet.

Swims can take place any time from today until the evening of July 4th, which will allow clubs to use
existing pool time for the racing. Some clubs may also choose to run their races during their traditional
meet dates if so desired.
 
Swimmingly can’t yet accommodate the BCSSA Divisions, nor can it accommodate S vs O categories.

For this reason, we have created general ‘Junior’ and 'Senior’ events with age ranges. The intent is that
clubs enter Divs 1-4 in the Junior events and Divs 5-8 in the Senior events. For the sake of simplicity and
seeding, this is more manageable than separate events for each Div.

O-Cat swimmers can be entered in the respective events based on their age.

We will be creating an identical meet template in ACTIVE Hy-Tek for clubs which are not part of Swimmingly.
The hope is that we can merge all results once all swims are complete. 

A backup of this meet template will be posted on the BCSSA website in the next few days.

News from the Board
The BCSSA Board has been meeting a minimum of once a month since February 2020, discussing issues
arising from the pandemic, but also the regular business of BCSSA. Here are some of the highlights of
decisions made and what they have been working on most recently.

BCSSA individual registration fee will be $35 flat
fee for a membership year, regardless of the date
that an individual joins a club. In other words, the fee
will not be prorated for winter maintenance
membership. 

Rationale: The costs for an individual's
membership does not fluctuate with the date
it begins but rather there is a fixed cost for
insurance and operations; the fluctuating fee
causes recruitment difficulties for some clubs;
a flat fee is easier for new BCSSA members to
understand as it is in line with other sport
organizations

Waterpolo Task Force: Taking effect August 31,
2021, BCSSA will begin to use the "S" and "O"
classifications currently in place for speed swimming
to determine eligibility for WP players as follows:
O = practices in excess of 3 hrs/week or 2 hrs + game
between October 1 - April 30 (LTAD stage Train to
Train); or involved in NCL, CSL, MLWP at any level; OR
involved or named to the WP Provincial or National
Teams.
S = does not practice WP in excess of 3 hrs/week or 2
hrs + game between October 1 - April 30; May
compete in diving, artistic, or speed swimming with
no restrictions; may train in a recognized school-led
program and may compete in provincial HS
tournament.

Rationale: Consistency with other BCSSA
aquatic sport discipline's classification
systems; allows for participation of higher
level athletes within a summer competitive
league

Board nominations: Nominations are being
accepted for positions on the BCSSA Board. Positions
open for a 2-year term this year are: Treasurer,
Director of Member Services, Director of Officials,
Director of Artistic Swimming, and Director of Water
Polo

Safe Sport Committee: Presented an amended
Harassment and Abuse policy, General Code of
Conduct, and Complaints Form.  and procedures.
Board approved the changes, effective immediately.

The new policy & procedures are more in
line with current Safe Sport initiatives, provide
clear direction in terms of procedures and
consequences, and include a new Complaints
Form to provide all the necessary information
in a consistent format. These will be made
available by the end of June on the BCSSA
website.
